Piano: Amber J. Carroll , a native of Asheboro, North Carolina, attended Appalachian 
State University where she obtained a Bachelor of Science in English, secondary education.  She 
is currently working on her Master’s Degree in education.  Amber began taking piano lessons in 
elementary school and began competitions and playing at her local church soon after.  During her 
time at the university, Amber actively pursued her love of music by continuing lessons, 

accompanying recitals on both local and state levels, and by 
becoming an active sister in Sigma Alpha Iota, a music 
fraternity for women.  A North Carolina Teaching Fellow, 
Amber taught at Southwest Guilford High School for five 
years and holds a current North Carolina teaching license.  
She is active in the music community by accompanying 
productions for local community theaters and high schools.  
Amber first began teaching private piano lessons several 
years ago at Mitchell’s Piano Gallery where she discovered a 
renewed passion for teaching piano one-on-one.  Specializing 
in meeting the needs of each student regardless of age or

Piano: Mayumi Osada holds the Bachelor of Arts in music (cum laude and high honors) 
and the Master of Music in piano performance from The State University of New York at 
Binghamton, and the Doctor of Musical Arts in piano performance from the University of North 
Carolina at Greensboro, having studied with Seymour Fink, Ewa Mackiewicz-Wolfe, James 
Giles, Michael Salmirs, and Andrew Willis. Experienced as a soloist, chamber pianist, 
accompanist, and orchestra pianist in many venues, she has received numerous awards and 
scholarships. Several years of teaching private piano lessons and class piano at SUNY and 
UNCG awakened a passion for teaching in Mayumi. At present, building upon two years’ study 
of injury-preventive piano technique with Barbara Lister-Sink, a leading authority on the subject, 
Mayumi is earning a Professional Certificate in Injury-Preventive Keyboard Technique from 
Salem College. She encourages healthful musical development through the safe and efficient 
application of piano technique, cultivating a holistic practice of teaching that coordinates the 
whole body and mind. Mayumi’s foremost goal as a teacher is to share her love of music and 
help her students learn to enjoy playing the piano.

Furness has toured with the The New Jersey Ambassadors 
of music, as their principal flautist and woodwind section 
mentor.

Educators Association, and the National Flute Association. Mrs. Furness has  been teaching flute 
lessons at Moore Music for 5 years.

Margie also performs regularly throughout the 
community on clarinet, flute and saxophone. 

Oboe and Bassoon: Thomas Turanchik, a transplanted New Yorker, holds a BA in 
French from Elon University, and a BA in Music and a MM in Woodwind Performance from 
UNCG where he is currently a DMA candidate in Oboe Performance.  He is Music Director at 
the Center for Spiritual Living in Graham, and Assistant Director of Handbells at Elon 
Community Church.  An active performer, Tom is principal bassoon and co-principal oboe with 



 

the Elon Chamber Orchestra, and has performed on oboe and English horn with the Greensboro, 
Danville, Fibonacci, and Wilmington Symphony Orchestras.  As a professional doubler on oboe, 
bassoon, clarinet, and saxophone, he also performs regularly in 
pit orchestras at many local theaters and universities.  He has 
toured internationally with the Elon University jazz ensemble, 
the Emanons, and most recently toured the D.C. area as co-
principal oboe and English horn with the UNCG Wind 
Ensemble.  He has performed on oboe, English horn, clarinet, 
tenor saxophone, and bassoon on five collegiate and 
professional recordings.  Mr. Turanchik was on the oboe 
faculty for UNCG’s Summer Music Camp this year, and has 
taught oboe and clarinet at area schools since 2003.  For the 
past three years, he has been an instructor and performer at the 
Elon Community Church Summer Music Camp.  Tom has been a guest lecturer at Elon 
University and UNCG in Woodwind Methods and Composition.  He has helped run Oboe Reed-
Making Class at UNCG for the past two years, and has taught special topics for oboe and 
bassoon at the past two UNCG Double Reed Days.

Trumpet: Allyson Keyser was raised in Virginia Beach, Virginia where she learned to play 
trumpet from her grandfather at age ten. She attended Virginia 
Commonwealth University for a bachelor degree in music education. 
During her studies at VCU, Allyson studied trumpet with Rex 
Richardson, a member of Rhythm and Brass as well as one of the 
most traveled crossover trumpet soloists in the world today. After 
graduating magna cum laude from VCU, Allyson attended the 
University of North Carolina at Greensboro for her Master of Music 
degree in trumpet performance, which she completed in May, 2008. 
Allyson is currently pursuing her Doctor of Musical Arts degree in 
performance at UNCG, studying 
with Ed Bach. She has held an 
average studio of ten 
undergraduate trumpet students 
since the beginning of her 
master’s degree at UNCG in 

addition to her private students and she is a trumpet 
instructor at the UNCG Summer Music Camp, the largest 
university-run music camp in the country.  Allyson performs 
as principal trumpet in Greene City Brass (a graduate student 
brass quintet), the UNCG Wind Ensemble, UNCG 
Symphony Orchestra, and Casella Sinfonietta.  She also 
performs with the UNCG Jazz Ensemble, UNCG Trumpet 
Ensemble, and as a soloist.  She has performed with artists such as the Richmond Brass Consort, 
Richmond Symphonic Winds, Richmond Philharmonic, Richmond Symphony Brass Quintet, 
Rhythm and Brass, Ryan Kisor, Eugene Rousseau, Ellis Marsalis, Joel Frahm, Market Street 
Brass, Seamus Blake, and many more.  Allyson performed in the graduate division semi-finals at 
the National Trumpet Competition in 2007, 2008, and 2009.  In the trumpet ensemble, she placed 
in the final round in 2008, while placing in the semi-finals in 2007 and 2009.  Allyson hopes to 
become a full-time trumpet professor at a university in the near future in addition to becoming a 

 



well-traveled performer.  Her professional affiliations include the International Trumpet Guild 
and Pi Kappa Lambda (the national music honor society).  In her spare time, Allyson enjoys 
playing with her adorable border collie, Lacy, cooking, and traveling.

Horn: Mary Pritchett Boudreault , Hailing from 
Boone, North Carolina, Mary Pritchett Boudreault is a 
founding member of the chamber ensembles da Capo Brass 
and Relevents Wind Quintet.  As a chamber musician, Mary 
has been a featured performer on multiple concert series 
including the Raleigh Chamber Music Guild and the Triad 
Chamber Music Society.  Mary has performed as the principal 
horn for the Fibonacci Chamber Orchestra, Chamber Orchestra 
of the Triangle, Carolina Chamber Symphony, Charlotte 
Philharmonic, and Raleigh Symphony Orchestra.  She also 
regularly performs with the North Carolina, Roanoke (VA), 
Greensboro, Winston-Salem, Salisbury, and Western Piedmont Symphonies.  She has 
performed in conjunction with professional conferences including the International Horn 
Symposium, the Southeast Horn Workshop, the North American Saxophone Alliance, and the 
Society of Composers, Inc.  Her professional memberships include the International Horn 
Society, the College Music Society, and Pi Kappa Lambda.  Mary is on the faculty at Winston-
Salem State University where she teaches horn, music theory, and aural skills.  She holds the 
Master of Music degree from the University of North Carolina at Greensboro.  Mary has taught 
horn at the UNCG Community Music School, Moore Music Company, and numerous high 
schools.  Her horn students consistently place in All-County, All-District, All-State, and other 
various Honors Bands and Orchestras and have been accepted as music majors and minors at 
major universities.  

Trombone, Tuba, and Euphonium: Matthew Hanson is 
a graduate from The University of North Carolina at Greensboro 
where he received his Bachelor's Degree in Trombone Performance 
under the instruction of Dr. Randy Kohlenberg. While at UNCG, 
Matthew frequently toured and/or performed with the Wind 
Ensemble, University Orchestra, Trombone Ensemble, 
Undergraduate Trombone Quartet, Men's Glee Chorus, Casella 
Sinfonieta, and the UNCG Spartones male a cappella group. In 2007, 
Matthew had the opportunity to travel with the UNCG Wind 
Ensemble to Bethesda, MD and Washington, D.C. to perform at 
local public schools, record the latest wind ensemble CD 
"Premieres!" (2007) and perform at the new Strathmore Music

Guitar Orchestra.  He also studied the piano during his time at NCSA with artist-faculty member 
Eric Larsen.  Mark recently completed his Master of Musicology degree at the University of 
Colorado-Boulder.  His thesis explores the musical style of nineteenth-century composer, 
guitarist and concertinist Giulio Regondi.  During his time in Colorado, Mark founded and 
directed the Boulder Guitar Orchestra and served as co-president of the Boulder Guitar Society.  
Mark currently resides in North Carolina, where he offers private lessons in guitar (classical, 
acoustic, and electric), piano, and composition, covering a broad range of musical styles and 
pedagogical approaches.  He performs regularly as a soloist and as a member of the Winston 
Salem Guitar Septet, and continues to compose.
